THE LAST SUPPER
Jesus kept Passover as a child and an adult (Luke 2: 41-43; Mark:14: 12-26; John: 12-12). 

Mark 14:12 (Matthew 26; Luke 22) shows that the last supper was a Passover meal. 

"his disciples said to him, where do you want us to go and prepare, that you may eat the Passover" (Mark 14: 12) 

Pesach, or 'Passover', which was kept by Jesus, commemorated Israel's deliverance from Egypt in which God "passed over" them and preserved them from His judgement on Egypt

COMPARISON:
The Passover And The Lord's Supper
There are important resemblances between the Lamb of Passover and the Lamb of God, our Passover who was sacrificed for us. In these resemblances we shall compare the two institutions and note the contrast between them. 

The significant comparison is that both institutions possessed a lamb. In the Passover we have a literal lamb that was sacrificed. "... every man a lamb, according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for an house:" (Ex. 12:3). This lamb, when prepared and eaten according to the commandment of God, would provide salvation for the house wherein it was eaten. 

As Christians, we too have a lamb that was sacrificed. "For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us:" (1 Corinthians 5:7). We do not have to speculate. This verse clearly identifies Christ as our Passover lamb. 

The Passover Lamb Must Be A Choice Male Lamb In The Prime Of His Life.
The Passover Lamb Had To Be Without Blemish.
The Passover Lamb Must Be Kept Under Scrutiny.
It Was Necessary For The Passover Lamb To Be Slain.
